             Things to Bring

	CLASS OR PRIVATE LESSONS


1) Your dog on a leash.  Specific equipment needs will be discussed at the first session.

2) Veterinary records or receipts for the required inoculations and health checks.

3) Soft, moist treats which can be “woofed” down.  We suggest thinly (the thickness of a penny) sliced turkey franks (no pork).  They are inexpensive and agreeable to most dogs.

4) A washable fanny pack or coat pocket to hold the treats.  Please avoid placing a plastic bag inside your fanny pack as this may make your training sessions more awkward.

5) A toy or chewie to occupy your dog during discussion.

6) The balance of the class/lesson fee.

7) Paper and pen/pencil, or a tape recorder, if you wish to take notes or record the session.

9)    Appropriate footwear and clothing for both indoor and outdoor training.

	IN-KENNEL TRAINING


First Meeting (check-in):
8) Your dog on a leash.  The proper training equipment will be provided at no additional charge.*

9) Veterinary records or receipts for the required inoculations and health checks.

10) A toy or chewie to occupy your dog during discussion. 

11) The balance of the class/lesson fee.

12) Paper and pen/pencil, or a tape recorder, if you wish to take notes or record the session.

10)  Medications.  Don’t forget heartworm preventative during mosquito season.
Follow-up Review Sessions (including 3rd week in-kennel review):
17) Soft, moist treats which can be “woofed” down.  We suggest thinly (the thickness of a nickel) sliced turkey franks (no pork).  They are inexpensive and agreeable to most dogs.

18) A washable hip pack or coat pocket to hold the treats.  No plastic bags, please.

19) Appropriate footwear and clothing for both indoor and outdoor training.

20) Paper and pen/pencil, or a tape recorder, if you wish to take notes or record the session.
